PACKING FOR CAMP

Campers need to bring: Sleeping bag or bedding (include pillow), bathing
towel and washcloth, toiletries (shampoo, soap, toothbrush and paste, de-
odorant), shorts, shirts, underwear, sturdy shoes or sneakers, socks, swim
suit and towel, jacket and long pants, suntan lotion, bug repellent, rain
gear, umbrella. PLEASE send at least 2 extra sets of clothing.

We ask that campers wear appropriate clothing to camp. (See camper con-
tract) Campers should wear sturdy shoes or sneakers. Flip flops may
only be worn at the pool. All articles should be labeled with camper
name.

CAMP HOURS

Campers should arrive Monday morning at 10:15. Pick-up will be at 4:30 on
Friday. The office is open 7:00AM until 6:00 PM Monday through Friday.

WHAT DO | DO WHEN | GET THERE?

1. You will check-in at the Dormitory (follow the camp road down the
hill).

2. All campers must see the nurse before entering the Dormitory. The
nurse will collect all medications and will be available to discuss medi-
cal concerns.

3. A staff member will greet you and direct your child to his/her sleep-
ing room where they can get settled.
